LOCATION

Plymouth is the largest City south west of Bristol with a
population of circa 250,000 people. The City has recently been
going through somewhat of a renaissance period through a
number of large scale redevelopment projects changing the
face of the City Centre.

This has regeneration has been assisted through growth in the
University of Plymouth, with large scale investment into its
campus, which can now boast over 23,500 full time students.
Similarly, the Plymouth College of Art and Design has also
been going through a resurgence and now has over 2,500 full
time students.

The subject site is located on Ebrington Street in Plymouth’s
City Centre. Ebrington Street forms a local retail centre with a
mix of operators including general retail, restaurants and Public
Houses.

It is also in a convenient location approximately five minutes
walk from both Plymouth University and Plymouth College of
Art and Design. The site is a two minute walk to the Drake’s
Circus Shopping Centre and approximately 10 minutes to the
train station providing mainline links throughout the UK.

DESCRIPTION

The development opportunity comprises two separate sites.
Frobisher House is a three storey end of terrace building on the
corner of Ebrington Street and Trafalgar Street. The additional
site is a private car park in an adjacent location on Trafalgar
Street.

The main site comprises an area of 0.14 acres with an
additional 0.06 acres located in the Trafalgar Street car park.

PLANNING

Planning consent has been granted for the proposed scheme
with two separate applications, one for each respective site.

Application reference 10/00847/FUL was granted in November
2010 for the erection of a new five storey building
encompassing 103 student bed spaces within 17 cluster flats,
each with en-suite facilities, and a ground floor retail unit,
fronting Ebrington Street.

A separate application was granted in October 2010 under
reference 10/00939/FUL for the erection of 17 student units, in
4 cluster flats on the former car park site.
