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Location

Stanford Hall is situated in a rural location approximately 3 miles to the north of Loughborough on the
Nottinghamshire/Leicestershire border. 9 miles from Nottingham and 11 miles from Leicester.

Proposed Development Summary

As previously mentioned the development forms part of the 365 acre Stanford Hall Estate. The
development and surrounding buildings centre on the Grade Il listed Stanford Hall. The care element
comprises of a care home and retirement apartments.

There are additional development opportunities within the 12.6 acre site including restaurant, bar and
craft shop also included are 2 residential lodges and an existing high quality office block part let and
income producing with approximately 5,000 sq ft of vacant space.

Care Home Development

This is laid out by way of an ‘L’ shaped three storey care home with 71 single en suite bedrooms. The
building will have a gross internal area of approximately 3,056 sq m with external parking for
approximately 40 vehicles. Currently the proposed registration will be for Older People (OP) and
Dementia over 65 years (DE).

Care Apartments

The care apartment element of this development comprises 40 apartments by way of four detached
three storey apartment blocks immediately to the north of the care home facility. The apartments are
laid out by way of two bedrooms, entrance hall, living room, kitchen and bathroom, (one bedroom en
suite). The apartments range in size from 81 — 92 sq m approx.

Spa Apartments

The largest individual part of the overall development is the creation of 80 age restricted apartments
centred around the redevelopment of the existing lido providing an indoor and outdoor pool area as well
as sauna, gym and treatment facilities. The apartments are over ground, first and second floors and are
a mix of one and two bedroom units. A schedule of accommodation can be provided to interested
parties. The range overall is from 51 sq m to 102 sq m approximately. In conjunction with the other care
apartments access to all floors will be via lift facilities with each of the flats we understand being
adaptable for the use of wheelchair residents.

Offices

Oak Court Offices comprise a completed two storey office development. Part of the ground floor is
currently let at a rental of £47,520 pa plus service charge. The large ground floor reception area and
first floor offices of approx. 5,000 sq ft are currently vacant.
